DROUGHT REPORT
Hon. Joseph Waithaka: (Chairperson Committee on Agriculture); Madam Speaker the Committee on Agriculture is established under the second schedule of the Standing Orders and comprises of the Chairperson, the Vice Chairperson and fifteen other Members.. 
The Speaker (Hon. Susan Kihika): Sorry to interrupt you hon. Waithaka, please just give us the brief highlight of the paper, do not read it word for word, and just give us a brief summary, I appreciate, thank you
Hon. Joseph Waithaka: Madam Speaker the Members for the Committee of Agriculture realized that there is a looming drought in this County and for that reason they summoned the Chief Officer and the Director for Agriculture just to seek intervention measures so that this County will not be caught unaware by the looming drought. The Chief Officer together with the Director for Agriculture appeared before the Committee on 12TH August 2014.The issue of concern was that the Committee wanted to know how the Ministry of Agriculture and Livestock was prepared in relation to drought and mitigation measures.
The Committee was informed that rainfall had been inconsistent and as a result the farmers who had planted early lost the crop and had to replant, Madam Speaker you will realize that even the County government had made intervention measures early enough in providing our vulnerable farmers with seeds and fertilizers. Lack of sufficient rainfall lead to wilted crops in addition to poor agronomic practices that have led to nitrogen deficiency.
In Subukia for example 50 percent of the crops have been affected by the maize lethal necrosis, and this disease is not only in Subukia but also in more areas in low altitude areas of the County. This County is not expecting to harvest what it should have harvested were the disease not in place. 
The Ministry of Agriculture has put in place the following measures to mitigate against the drought, this was after the summon of the Chief Officer and the Director and they indicated that they are promoting high value traditional crops like sweet potatoes.
On this note Madam Speaker, you will realize in our budget this financial year we had allocated a partly Kshs 100,000 for provision of sweet potatoes vines to the farmers in areas where we had anticipated that the maize crop is not doing well, we had also put in place water harvesting for crops and also livestock production, these are some of the measures that are already in place Madam Speaker.
Promotion of crop production in green house for efficient utilization of water and land, this has been done after realizing that the drought is consistent then you will realize in the green house, crops may not require much water as in an open field. We have also seen that the Ministry of Agriculture had done diversification of crops especially tissue culture bananas are being provided to farmers. We have also promotion of conservation in agriculture, putting in place projects and programmes that address food security for example school feeding programme in identified vulnerable areas.
Promotion of irrigated agriculture for example Lari Wendani irrigation scheme in Waseges ward of Subukia Sub-County, we also have promotion of improved post-harvest and storage  technologies for example hermetic bags. Promotion of home gardening technologies for example multi-storage gardens, hanging gardens to improve household food security; we also have preservation of fruits and vegetables with an aim of gapping the seasons, conservation of natural resources by encouraging farmers to have a ten percent tree cover and use of fuel energy saving devices.
Madam Speaker, we sought to have the recommendations, as a Committee together with our Director and Chief Officer, we have these recommendations to put in place so that we can mitigate the drought that is expected in this County. 
1. Additional funding in the Ministry so as to cater for the Extension Officers who reach out to farmers at the grass root level.
2. Provide food relief to the vulnerable in collaboration with the national government from the strategic grain reserve
3. Intensive campaigns on utilization of high value crops for example sorghum and millet
4. Promotion of water harvesting techniques for example roof catchments
5. Encourage farmers to take crop insurance cover to shield them in case of crop failure
6. Formation of an early warning and rapid response team in Nakuru County
As a committee we had also recommended that we would legislate a law that would be enforcing our agricultural Extension Officers to do what they are supposed to do, you will realize Madam Speaker if an agricultural extension officer just tells a farmer to uproot his crop and the farmer is defiant, there is no law that he can use to enforce whatever he is advising the farmer on though it is not captured in this Report, I beg to table this Report and I hope it will get to the governor for effective cautioning of our people against the drought. Thank you
The Speaker (Hon. Susan Kihika): Thank you hon. Waithaka, you have tabled the paper but I hear you are talking of a report, you mean the paper

VISIT TO HEALTH CENTRES IN SUB-COUNTIES BY THE COMMITTEE ON HEALTH
Hon. Joseph Langat: (Chairperson Committee on Health); This is the report of Health Committee on the visits to the health centers in the Sub Counties from 7th to 11th July 2014.
Madam Speaker the Sectorial Committee on health is established in the second schedule of the Standing Orders of the Nakuru County Assembly and is mandated to deal with all matters relating to County health services including all facilities and pharmacies, ambulance service and promotion of primary health care
The Speaker (Hon. Susan Kihika): hon. Langat sorry to cut you short, but if you do not mind, do not read word for word, just give us a brief synopsis especially now that you have over ten pages, and give a brief summary of what is in it.
Hon. Joseph Langat: Thank you Madam Speaker for that advice, it also include the control of undertaking to the public, cemeteries, funeral ballast, crematoriums, licensing of dogs and facilities for their accommodations, care and burial of animals, water and sanitation services, refuse dumps and solid waste removal. In its sitting held on 23rd June 2014, the Health Service Committee resolved to visit all health centers in the county, the purpose of the visit was to ascertain the following   
1. How the Kshs 72 million drugs bought by the ministry was distributed to all health centers
2. Level of service delivery in the health centers 
3. Recruitment and the facilities available and shortages
My team is composed of 17 Members and we visited Molo District Hospital, Olenguruone, Njoro, Bahati, Naivasha, Gilgil, and Mogotio.In Molo district hospital the medical superintendent Dr. Mutanyo James welcomed members and thanked them for visiting the facility and to hear their grievances, he informed the committee that the hospital had major staff shortages as follows
1. The nursing department has only 50 percent of the recommended personnel. Required is; 1 degree level nursing officer, 34 diploma level nurses and 28 certificate level nurses.  
1. In the pharmacy there are two pharmaceutical technicians employed as casuals. The hospital is requesting to absorb them permanently.
1. There are 5 specialized clinical officers, 12 being the recommended number (shortfall of 7). There are 7 general clinical officers, 9 being the recommended number (shortfall of 2)
Another challenge was that squatters had grabbed part of the 10 acre farm that is part of the hospital. He then proceeded to give Members an extensive tour of the hospital.
                             RECEPTION/ CUSTOMER CARE
Reception of patients a major challenge since there is no proper waiting area forcing some patients to wait in the parking area. Only a small corridor serves as the waiting area. 
OUTPATIENT
The hospital’s outpatient department isn’t modern since it used to be a ward in the past that was later converted to serve as the outpatient department hence the flow of patients is not organized. The laboratory, plaster room and emergency room are in the inpatient section instead of the outpatient section due to lack of space. The medical superintendent felt that the hospital needed a modern outpatient section constructed that will fit all the relevant departments in that section and include a proper waiting area for patients to be comfortable.
                                 PHYSIOTHERAPY AND OCCUPATIONAL THERAPY
The physiotherapy department is moderately equipped with the biggest challenge being space. There is only one physiotherapist in the entire hospital hence the need for one more to assist with the heavy workload.  The physiotherapist recommended conducting outreach programs to reach the physically challenged that do not have a means of transport. He also recommended for a gymnasium to be constructed to accommodate the equipment and patients comfortably.
The occupational therapy consists of two small rooms that are not adequate enough to fit all the equipment consequently some have been left in storage.
X-RAY:- the department requires an ultrasound scanner.
Dental Care: - the dental department is relatively new. There is a dentist but a dental technologist is also required. H.E. the Governor of Nakuru County recently donated a state of the art dental chair during his last visit to the hospital. Other dental materials are however required.
Laboratory: - the waiting area shared by the lab and physiotherapy department is not enclosed and has no seats. The lab has a total of 7staff. The major challenge in that department is lack of some basic equipment such as:
· 1 Biochemistry analyzer 
· 2 Microscopes 
· 1 Autoclave automatic 
· 1 Anaerobic jar 
· 1 Incubator
· 
                                                     INPATIENT
The hospitals inpatient department consists of male, maternity and female wards.
Male ward: - the male ward combines both the surgical and medical patients which is not an ideal situation. They should be separated.
Female ward: - it combines the medical, surgical and gynecological patients. It also serves as the pediatric ward whose construction is still ongoing. This puts a strain on the bed capacity and some patients are forced to share.
Maternity ward: - it has 15 beds, and combines both the delivery and post-natal sections. The biggest challenge is inadequate staff to cater for labor, delivery and post-natal care.
The modern maternity ward and pediatric ward are both 95% complete. The facility is appealing for funds to complete the structures.
We also visited Naivasha district hospital and the problems are more less the same, because of time I want to urge Members to go through the report when it comes to Motion we can debate more.
I beg to table the report.

(vi) Clause 17 (Functions of the Secretary) becomes Clause 14
(vii) Clause 14 (Seal of the Board) becomes Clause 15
(viii) Clause 10 (Removal from Office) becomes Clause 16
(ix) Clause 16 (Conduct of business and Affairs of the Board) becomes Clause 17
(x) Clause 13 (Committees of the Board) becomes a new Clause under new Clause 17 
Chairperson (Hon Eunice Muriithi): Thank you hon. Muchiri for moving the amendments.
Leader of Minority (Hon Daniel Ambale): Having heard the way Clauses have changed, I think I am getting tired, I kind of heard that Clause 12 becomes Clause number nine, if you go backward, then Number 10 becomes Clause number 7. I need some clarification…. We have two categories of membership in the Board. Looking at provisions I was proposing to be amended. It states that procedures of removal of Members of the Board shall be as prescribed in the Standing Orders. The Standing Order only stipulates the removal from office for the Speaker, Leader of the Majority Party and that of Leader of Minority Party. There is no prescription for removal of the other members of the Board in the Standing Orders. I was proposing that the Clerk to be precise on this.
Chairperson (Hon Eunice Muriithi): Thank you very much hon Ambale after looking at the Bill maybe you consult with the Clerk.
Leader of Majority (Hon Daniel Ambale): I am asking this so that in the next stage, Members will be aware of the composition of the Act. I think we are done and can send for the Speaker to come over and preside over the next session.
Chairperson (Hon Eunice Muriithi): Hon Members, I will put to question that the Committee of the Whole to report to the House that Nakuru County Assembly Service Bill 2014 with its approval thereof with some amendments is adopted.
