County Governments To Provide Litter Bins In All Towns

Hon James Tuei: Thank you Mr. Speaker Sir, I beg to give a notice Motion;-
 THAT, aware that sanitation is key to a healthy society; Concerned that environment abuse compromises health standards ; noting the rampant uncontrolled waste disposal including human nature calls; cognizant of the fact that some of these waste are non-biodegradable; Further aware that it is the government responsibility to conserve environment, this assembly urges the County government to provide litterbins at a distance of 20 meters in all the towns and construct litter enclosures in the outskirts of the towns. The Temporary Speaker (Hon. John Gachiri): Hon Muchiri, do you stand to give another statement or you were requesting for an extension of time?
Hon Peter Muchiri: I was seeking for an extension of time because from today and next week the whole Assembly will be out and we cannot be able to accomplish this assignment.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. John Gachiri): There is no problem we will shift the assignment to next week.
MOTION
Sports To Enhance Cohesion And Integration

Hon Irene Cheruiyot: I beg to move a Motion;-
THAT, aware that sports have given our Country a positive image globally; further aware that sports can and have been used to foster national cohesion and integration; deeply concerned that Nakuru County has experienced inter-ethnic rivalries that have led to loss of life and property; further concerned that our youth possess immense sports talent that is unexploited; noting that the Kenya Constitution 2010 Article 21(3) tasks State organs and officers to address the needs of the vulnerable in society like the youth; this honorable House resolves that the County Executive allocates sports funds to every Ward to promote competition between Wards to culminate in a County championship and establish or rehabilitation of sports grounds in each ward.
Mr Temporary Speaker Sir, we are all aware that we were actually allocated Kshs 35 million meant for sports in the county. So far the funds have not been utilized to promote sports in the county. Bearing in mind there are many hidden talents amongst most of our youths. They should be given a chance to exploit their talents and that is why I beg this House to pass this Motion for the sake of this youth. We also have sporting grounds that have not been rehabilitated and time is ripe for honorable House
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. John Gachiri): Hon Cheruiyot, you move the Motion and have is Seconded. You are so emotional.HonCheruiyot, I was trying to explain my Motion.
In 2008, there was post election. If we are going to promote sports we are going to unite our people.
Hon Leonard Korir: I stand to second the Motion.
Hon Peter Palang’a: I rise in support of this motion. The mover has articulated the need for this particular Motion to be adopted within our Assembly. We have already Kshs 35 m within this particular financial year. It is surprising that today no tangible measure has been taken to realize our goals. The sports have not kicked off from our Wards. We would want to have a process to get the bottom up approach where the sports activities take place from our respective wards. We need to involve MCAs, identify teams and organize interwards tournaments. I would expect to have a situation where youth from Olkaria Ward play with those of Kuresoi. Our youth who were used to cause chaos get to interact. This will be an ideal situation. We have to be careful so that this kind of project meets its goal. Thenitty-gritty issues need to be looked into so that it does not become a project of few people to siphon tax payer’s money.
Hon Moses Njiiri: I rise to support this Motion because I am one of the youngest MCAs and one of thesponsors of sports and performing arts. I am a Nakuru All Stars which is now in the Premium leagues. Sports and performing arts have not been exploited to its maximum. What I am advising this House is that the sports be played professionally. In sports, the idea of using it for entertainment and for peace tournaments, we should think of promoting it to take care of the welfare of the players. In the Western countries, the richest persons are sportsmen. Using sports to unite people is a thing of the past. Let’s use sports to make money. By the time a student completes form four, he or she should know their talents. The County Government should be able to sponsor them to pursue their career.
Hon. Ruth Cheptarus: Asante Bw Spika. Langu ni kumpongeza mwenye kutoa hii mswada kwamba baada ya ghasia za 2007, michezo ilitusaidia kuunganisha wakaazi walioadhirika. Hon Peter Muchiri: Let me appreciate the mover of the Motion, as I arise to support this Motion, I want to put an amendment that also the money budgeted for sports be used by Inter-County Assemblies sporting events as was the case previously when we had joint games by the defunct 175 local authorities.  I know talented MCAs from this House, this time I would urge this House when passing this Motion that the same money be used Inter-assemblies games.
Hon Agnes Salimu: Kwa majina ni Agness Salimu nawakilisha wadi ya Mariashoni katika eneo bunge ya Molo, asante sana bwana spika, singependa kurudia yale waheshimiwa wale wengine wameongea,lakini ningependa kuongea nikiwa na ujuzi kuhusu talenta ambayo vijana wako nayo. Mimi nimeweza kuwa mwanariadha na ninapo simama hivi leo singekuwa katika jumba hili isingekuwa riadha, nimeweza kutembea katika nchi za inje kwa sababu ya riadha kwa hivyo na shukuru Mheshimiwa ambaye ametoa hoja hii, kwa sababu tukiangalia katika kaunti hii yetu, iko kwenye eneo la bonde la ufa na tunajua kwamba tuko na wanariadha wengi ambao wakiweza kutuzwa katika kambi za mazoezi wanaweza kufanya a vizuri na pia wanaweza kuletea kaunti hii yetu pesa kwa hivyo naomba jumba hili kwa sababu tunajua tuko na michezo aina mbalimballi tutaweza kuleta kazi nyingi katika kaunti yetu na kupunguza idadi ya vijana ambao wanarandaranda bila kazi.napenda kuunga mkono hoja hii na pia tuweze kuongeza pesa katika kapu hilo la michezo,naunga mkono hoja hili.
Hon Vitalis Okello: Thank you Mr. Speaker, my name is Hon Vitalis Otieno Okello, MCA from Kivumbini ward, I would like to thank and appreciate the mover of the Motion, it is timely and I really support it. We budgeted for roughly Kshs 35 million for sports but so far we are remaining with only two months to the next financial year, this money has not been used properly and we are seeing and instance whereby the executive will hurriedly use this money in a way that is not appropriate and in a way that might not beneficial to our youth ,so I really support the idea that the organization of the sports should start at ward level but not at the sub county as being done by the executive would like in our next budget session, we should put this money at ward level but not to the executive. Sports has a lot of benefits to our youths, apart from keeping our youths busy, it is also healthy ,it stops our youths from roaming around taking hard drugs and doing other things that is not appropriate in our society, I beg to support this Motion
Hon Moses Kamau: Thank you Mr. Speaker, I would like to congratulate the mover of the Motion, it is timely as my colleague has said and also during the budget process where the law demand that we have public participation, I would like to confirm in this house as the chairman of the budget committee, we went through the villages and  the youths of this county were really complaining that they are normally being used during the campaign periods and there is no allocation for them as youths.

Therefore they demanded during that public participation to be allocated money for sports, I am very shocked that if this activity will be organized at the sub county level, then the youths who participated in the budget process at village level will not participate. I want to support this motion with amendment. If you read from where it says that-this honorable House resolves that the county executive allocates sports fund to every ward, my amendment should follow this ward…
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. John Gachiri):Order, order Hon Moses, according to the standing order no 52,the amendment should have been written two hours before the tabling of this Motion, so I believe you may continue but as concerning the amendment you should look at the standing order 52.
Hon Moses Kamau: I agree with you a hundred percent as per that standing order but I humbly and kindly request  that you allow us to move this amendments because you are also aware that we have just received this document now and therefore I humbly and kindly request you to give me this chance to move this amendment.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. John Gachiri): But let me inform that according to the standing orders we still have the internet information, I will allow but I want you to confirm that.
Hon Moses Kamau: Thank you Mr. Speaker for allowing me to move this amendment and I am saying that after the word, ward, I propose that we have wards sports committee which will read as follows, and wards sports Committees comprising of five Members and the ward managers at the MCSs offices to be the secretary of the Committee where that Committee will also incorporate people with disability and gender balance, thank you Mr. Speaker.
Hon Simon Ngigi: Asante Bwana Spika,jina languni Simon Wanyoike nawakilisha wadi ya lake view kule Naivasha. Kabla sija nena ningependa kutofoutiana kidogo na mheshimiwa Musa kwa sababu wale mamaneja wetu ambao tumewaweaka katika wadi zetu wengine wao hawajui mambo ya michezo. Kama tutaweka kamati ya wadi nilazima wawe watu ambao wanafahamu mambo ya michezo. Kwa hivyo silazima akuwe nimaneja katika wadi lakini tuwe na kamati katika wadi. Pia ningependa kumpongeza mheshiwa ambaye alilete hoja hii kwasababu unafaa na nimesimama kuunga mkono .katika ile bajeti tulitenga ni vibaya kuona ya kwamba mwaka wa serikali kuisha na hakuna kitu ambayo tumefanya, michezo yeyeyote hufanyika kwa uwanja na katika hii mjadala ameelezea vizuri kuhusu kukarabatiwa kwa viwanja. Ningefurahia sana ikiwa jambo la kwanza ingekuwa ni kukarabatiwa kwa viwanja sababu katika mashinani viwanja mingi viko katika hali duni ,vijana hawawezi kuvichezea na tena tupanue vile viwanja kwa sababu tunapoongea kuhusu viwanja watu wengi hufukiriatu viwanja vya soka lakini kuna michezo mingi kama vile voliboli,kriketi na zingine mingi na nilazima tuzingatie michezo hii yote kwa hivyo tunapokarabati viwanja hivi ni lazima tuzingatie kwa upana ili kuhusisha michezo hii ingine katika mipangilio yetu. Pia naomba tuwe n asiku ya mchezo katika kaunti hii yetu ili baada ya kucheza kwenye wadi tuwe na siku ya mchezo katika kaunti ambayo timu zote kutoka wadi mbalimbali wakutane katika kaunti. Hapo awali tulikuwa na michezo iliyojulikana kama michezo ya jamii na pale tulikuwa tukipata vijana wale waliitimu kidato cha nnena walikuwa wanaweza kufadhiliwa na kuwachukuwa kuchezea mashirika toufauti, kwa hivyo ni naunga mkono mswada huu na kusema umekuja wakati unaofaa, asante.
Hon Joel Maina: Thank you Mr. Temporary Speaker sir for this moment, I am just being reminded to say may name, I am Karuri Maina representing the people of Biashara ward in Naivasha constituency. The issue about sports, now that we are going to promote sports at the ward level, what will happen after the inter wards championship, what happens after that, for example let’s say my ward wins the Nakuru County championship?, I would like to move an amendment to this motion to read that at the end that-this honorable house resolves that the County Executive to allocate sports funds to every ward to promote completion between wards to culminate in a county championship and establishment or rehabilitation of sports grounds in each ward and that executives builds a sports academy.
We have been talking about sports being a source of income and every now and then we are talking about the joblessness of our youths but we are not talking about the enormous talents that our youths have. We realize that in this republic if there is someone who is being paid with a salary slip going even more than that of our beloved president is that of Mariga, he is a self created millionaire and soon becoming a billionaire arising from the fact that he is a talented young man and he was not spotted when he turned thirty like most of us here but he was spotted when he was just slightly above eighteen and that is how he has been able to climb up in the ladder of sports excellence.
The time our youths get chance to play is during campaign periods and when the campaigns are over there is no more playing until after five years are over, so you can imagine if someone was 17 years, after five years he will be 22 years and after another five years they will be 27 years and another five years they will be 32 years. I don’t see any serious couch or a sports manager who will be interested in a 32 years old person. If we are going to come up with a sports academy, it is going to harvest the enormous talents so that they can congregate at these sports academy and they can attract employment on the basis of their talents thus joining professional sporting.
That cannot happen if we don’t have coaches at the village level, there are so many young men and women who are ready to sacrifice their time and to be able to be with these young youths as they practice so my humble request is we be able to train coaches across the county then these coaches are going to help us harness the talents and then after that we can be able to know we are engaging our youths in professional sporting and that way we cannot damp our youths in wasteful sports.
As I sit I want to say that there is also a huge opportunity in sports tourism, we can also have a situation where sportsmen from around the world are coming to Nakuru to train but then that will depend with the strategies and sporting facilities that we have in our county so we need as early as it is practicable to see how we can start promoting sports so that we can attract sports tourist, I beg to sit and support the motion with that amendment.
Temporary Speaker (Hon John Gachiri): Thank you Hon Karuri, according to the mood of the house I would like to put the motion to question but first of all I want to put question for amendments proposed by Hon Karuri, Hon Moses and Hon. Wanango. The first amendment is that of building of the sports academy

Census Of Persons Living With Disabilities
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. John Gachiri): Hon Joshua: Give the Microphone where he is seated
Hon. Joshua Muriithi: Hon Temporary Speaker I represent people with disabilities in Nakuru County my Motion is, That aware that about 5% of the Kenyan population comprises of persons living with disabilities, Further aware that persons living with disabilities have a lot of unexploited potentials, deeply concerned that persons living with disabilities have been marginalized for long, cognizant of the fact that the Kenya Constitution 2010 Article 21 (3) tasks State organs and officers to address the needs to the vulnerable In society like persons living with disabilities this Honorable House resolves that the County Executive should urgently conduct census of persons living with disabilities in Nakuru County and provide budgetary allocation for trainings like dressmaking processing of leather products like shoes among others, I rest my case sir.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. John Gachiri): Thank you Hon. Joshua, I think you should help him with the microphone so that he may move the Motion. It is like sergeant at arms has gone out with the microphone. Hon. Joshua
Hon. Joshua Muriithi: Mr. Temporary Speaker you can see people with disabilities are disadvantaged in many ways, you have seen it in this House, when are enjoying with the microphone I am just seated waiting for the microphone…
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. John Gachiri): Hon. Joshua I wanted you to move the Motion.
Hon. Joshua Muriithi: So I move the Motion.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. John Gachiri): Thank you, someone to second the Motion? Hon. Margret.
Hon. Margaret Kiiru:  Thank you Mr. Speaker I rise to second this Motion bearing in mind there is also youths who are physically challenged and would also want to propose some amendments and…
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. John Gachiri): Order! Hon. Margaret you rise to second the Motion.
Hon. Margaret Kiiru: Sorry, I rise to support the Motion
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. John Gachiri): Thank you Hon. Margaret.
Hon. Margaret Kiiru: But I would like to recommend some amendments because…
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. John Gachiri): Order! You just second the Motion then if you are given a chance to… Now the Motion is open for debate, Hon. Margret.!
Hon. Margaret Kiiru: Thank You Mr. Speaker I would like to pass this Motion with an amendment and also make a recommendation to the Minister in charge…
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. John Gachiri): Order Hon. Margret you are not passing you are debating the Motion.
Hon. Margaret Kiiru: Thank you Mr. Speaker I am debating the Motion
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. John Gachiri): Point of information, Hon. Florence.

Hon. Florence Njoroge: Thank You Mr. Speaker I think when a honorable Member stands to support a Motion you support the way it is in the paper but you don’t support then go for amendments, Thank you,
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. John Gachiri): She has already seconded.
Hon. Florence Njoroge: There is a contradiction…
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. John Gachiri): Thank you Hon. Florence. Hon Hillary?
Hon. Hillary Korir: Thank you Mr. Speaker, I rise to support this Motion that people with disabilities should have training facilities, and I would like to say that in our Sub-Counties down there we have several people living with disabilities for example the deaf, blind and the rest, and most of this them are neglected in our homes while able people move out to look for jobs and greener pastures outside.

These people should be considered, and these training facilities should be provided to enable then get skills.
They are able and once they are imparted skills they will be more productive in our society just like the rest they will also be economical in the society and reduce dependency on those who have been providing for them.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. John Gachiri): Thank you Honorable, Hon Mureu
Hon. Peter Macharia: I stand to support this Motion and also to congratulate the mover for coming up with issues regarding disabilities in Nakuru County, we are all aware that persons with disabilities are a few in our County and they should also be treated equally like the people of normal standard, I support this Motion and urge this House to take into consideration that disability if everywhere in Nakuru County.
We are in a situation where you find that, like in my Ward I have a lot of people with disability and they tend to become a burden every morning most of them line up besides my house and office seeking to be helped, it is really bringing a lot of confusion and stress for us leaders, I urge this House to support this Motion and in one way or another we can find a fund in this budgetary allocation that is to be catered in zones to allocate some of the money to help these people with disability. Thank you.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. John Gachiri): Thank you honorable, Hon. Gillian not Hon. Malel.
Hon. Gillian Rotich: Thank you Mr. Speaker, I rise to support this Motion and congratulate Hon. Muriithi for bringing this Motion to the floor, it is said that disability is not inability, when you help these people with disability they will be able to be self-reliant, some people hide them and maybe they have talents and thing they can do when discovered and they can be able to support themselves, like for the blind when they get the skills to live with their blindness they can be able  to do other things, in some places for those who have the chance they can do some courses others can go to school like for the children and end up getting professions like being teachers and other things, for those who cannot work maybe with their legs they can do other things they can get trainings to be able to sustain themselves and even provide for their families.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. John Gachiri): Thank you Hon. Gillian. Hon… who is she? Next to Palang’a.
Hon. Jane Ngugi: Thank you Hon. Speaker I am Jane WanguiNgugi from Gilgil, I want to thank Hon. Muriithi for such a Motion and I want to assure him that we are all concerned from our ward because we have people with disabilities, they come to our offices every day and as honorable Members we feel for them, I want to recommend the census, it is very important, we would also want to know how many we have in our wards so that when we have something we can be able to accommodate.
Secondly about the training I think I would recommend a County college for them where they can do courses like dressmaking or the processing. Such schools can even be started in other institutions, I can give an example in my Ward, I have a school that is called Gilgil Special Unit I am among the people who started it ten years ago and it is really helping, right now I am giving them bursaries to almost 80% of those kids because some of them come from very needy homes. I have a donor who has built a dormitory for them so if we encourage such, we get premises for them so that they can be able to do their training just like any other person. Again when it comes to offices it is a challenge, my first ward office I rented in first floor and their chairman came to me and I saw the logic so I changed my office to where they can be able to access, we need to have friendly offices for them where they can access because we are supposed to cater and support them.
We have also talked about sports here, we can also sponsor their groups to be doing sports, I support the Motion but we can add a few things that have been left out. Thank you.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. John Gachiri): Hon. Jane you have just said thing that we can add in the amendments, you may sit down as I talk Hon. Member I am trying to get something from Hon. Jane. What are the amendments?
Hon. Jane Ngugi: I want propose a County college for them.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. John Gachiri): To propose or to add in the…
Hon. Jane Ngugi: To add, they have just requested for training but I am requesting if we can have funds for them so that we can build a County college.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. John Gachiri): Thank you Hon. Jane. Sorry!
Hon. Stephen Kihara: you are discriminating against this side
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. John Gachiri): Hon Steve doesn’t be biased. Hon Malel…I will consider that side Hon. Steve thank you for that.
Hon. David Malel: Mr. Temporary Speaker apart from maybe assisting these physically challenged members of our society I think we should also include in the amendment that there should be a budgetary allocation so that they be assisted in acquiring income generating machines like sewing machines and the likes also…
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. John Gachiri): Point of information from Hon. Warothe.
Hon. Jonathan Warothe: I am rising to inform the House that I am a Member of the Budget Committee and we have a specific vote for people in distress which is inclusive…
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. John Gachiri): Hon. Warothe u stood on point of information to inform Hon. David or the whole House
Hon. Jonathan Warothe: I am informing the whole House because of the information that…
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. John Gachiri): That is out of order because you rose while a honorable Member was standing, I thought your information was for Hon. David, if you aren’t informing Hon. David you may sit down please.
Hon. Jonathan Warothe: May i…
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. John Gachiri): Hon. Warothe sit down. Hon. David.
Hon. David Malel: Thank you Mr. Speaker for protecting me, I do believe that there is that allocation for the distress and if you go the Executive side the distress they are talking of is buying of fertilizers and seeds for the vulnerable farmers. Are we now talking specifically of the disabled? No! Mine was we should have a special budgetary allocation for the disabled for acquiring machines and also include the training. Thank you.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. John Gachiri): Thank you Hon. David.
Hon. Steve now I can see you.
Hon. Stephen Kihara: Thank you Mr. Temporary Speaker, I think I am privileged to have been caught by your eye. I want to thank the mover of this Motion simply because chapter four of our Constitution is very clear, that talks about Bill of Rights and it is an act of discriminatory to deny people with disability an opportunity to contribute to their wellbeing as well as to their immediate family members.
Disability is not inability and people with disability, people with disability have been proven to have other great talents in themselves. I want to put it like this the census that the mover of the Motion has requested to me it may be so costly to our County Government.
One of the reason why census are done and it is historical in our Country that it is done after every 10years is because we are able to project, and the census that we did in 2009 it is very clear, in fact today in the morning I was looking at the CID of our County and it gives a highlight of people with disability as well as their ages it is able to project that probably by the year 2015 the number of people with disability that we are prone to have in the County.
I would instead request that the money that can be used for census be directed to make sure that all the training facilities we have in the County are user friendly. In what sense, in the building code it is very clear that all public buildings are user friendly. For instance we have an office block just out here and I am sure if we had a person using a wheel chair he/she would not be able to access the first floor of that building because it is not compliant with the building code in terms of people with disabilities. I beg to support this Motion.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. John Gachiri): Thank you Hon. Steve. Hon. Catherine
Hon. Catherine Waweru: Thank you Mr. Speaker Sir. I rise to support this Motion and as I do so, I would like to bring to the attention of this house that as we speak about 5 percent of people with disabilities that it also includes children with disabilities.
I really thank the member who has this Motion because as we discuss it, it is the local media that a child from this County has been denied an opportunity to sit for Kenya Certificate of Primary Education just because he has dyslexia.
As a community we cannot afford to lose those children and be putting them out of the education system. I rise to support the Motion and ask that the County Government opens a special academy for children with this condition (dyslexia) especially those who have assessed and found may not be fit to do the ordinary education system, they be given a chance to pursue what they are good at.
A right to education and their disabilities should not block them from achieving their lives ambitions. Most children with dyslexia are known to be very good in arts and crafts. We also have to allow them to grow in the normal schools’ system. They should get the opportunity to utilize then talents that God has given them.
The County Government therefore, through the Departments of Culture and Children should look into this issue. Thank you.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. John Gachiri): Thank you Honorable Catherine. Honourable Nderitu
Hon. Peter Mwangi: Thank Mr. Temporary Speaker Sir. I rise to support the Motion and congratulate the mover who has lately shown a lot of activity. Yesterday he presented a Motion that touched on all the people in the County and not only those with disabilities, something that should be encouraged.
I have a point in case of the blind children. You realize that we have only Thika School for the Blind that caters for blind children. It’s high time that even such Institutions were devolved because taking these children that far can be a very involving and hectic exercise. If we can get only one such institution, it would come in handy in catering for the blind children because it’s not about training them to be tailors but basic education like any other child.
Other than the skills that we give them, if such a child does not get the basic foundation of primary school education, he/she will be disadvantaged in future and in the community.
Honourable Emma who is blind has been crying day in day out asking for the right materials that she can read in this house and we need to think about her case and the rest who cannot see.
In Bahati, we have a blind girl who had dropped out of Thika School for the Blind even as we tried to pay her school fees through bursaries and harambees because the whole exercise of taking her to school was so tedious for the parents, a thing that would not have happened if we had a such a school in our County. Thank you, I rise to support.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. John Gachiri): Thank you. Honourable Beatrice
Hon. Beatrice Nyawira: Thank you Mr. Speaker Sir. I rise to support this Motion and would recommend for one amendment. That there are so many Non-Governmental Organizations (NGO’s) that come to our County with funds for the disabled yet they never reach the intended beneficiaries.
I would therefore like this House to pass a law that, whenever NGO’s bring funds or donations, there would be a way of making sure that they reach the intended beneficiaries. Thank you.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. John Gachiri): Thank you. I will have honorable Palang’a and then honorable Moses and will read the mood of the house from there.
Hon. Peter Palang’a: Thank you Mr. Temporary Speaker Sir. I rise to support the Motion. It is regrettable that this County is actually cultivating a culture of discrimination against this special group. Looking at the recruitment both at the Executive and this County assembly, it is sad to note that this group was not considered in these slots.

We have just had a number of clerks hired here and we expected to have seen at least some from this group. Right away…
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. John Gachiri): Order! Order! Honourable Palang’a. We have committees in this house and that is where issuesconcerning anything ought to be taken and the concerned committee would pick it up from there and have it addressed through the proper channels.

Hon. Peter Palang’a:Mr. Temporary Speaker, I am very much aware of that but I was just building up, my case because when I want to get my point home I have to make references of what has happened  so that the past would mentor us into the future.
I am very much aware of that and with your permission, I would like to continue.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. John Gachiri): Proceed.
Hon. Peter Palang’a: Thank you Mr. Temporary Speaker Sir. We need to understand that this is a special group within the Constitution that needs to be looked into.
Other than the physically disabled, we have other special groups like the blind and the deaf and many more. The ward that I come from, there are about fifty two deaf people employed by the Oserian flower farm who have been participating in games and winning trophies.
They have even presented a proposal before the Executive with a view of being looked into. So as I stand in support of this Motion, I wish to echo that these special groups ought to be incorporated into these ventures.
I have also been working closely with those people who have been indulging in budgetary provisions and I have been made aware that in spite of putting a relief fund for distress to tune of Kshs. 23m in this current financial year, this money has not been accessed neither have measures been taken on of how these groups can accesses this money.
So, as much as we want to have this budgetary allocation, I wish to recommend that this house adopts and puts stringent measures, where these needy groups will have access to this money because it could easily turn into a white elephant put into the budget and when it comes to realization of the same there would be nothing to show.
If we fail to put all the measures into place, somebody somewhere may take advantage of this special group of not being aware of the same and misuse the money.
I therefore wish to propose some amendments on the last statement where the persons living with disabilities and other challenges to include the deaf, mute and blind.
I also wish to suggest that this County Government comes up with a revolving fund that would be sustainable in a manner that these special groups can also access other than just waiting for what is being provided for.
Just like we have the ‘Uwezo Fund’, we can have one in our County which would be of great importance and could more lasting and more legally put into the measures. Thank you.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. John Gachiri): Which was you amendment?
Hon. Peter Palang’a: My amendment is the persons living with disabilities, last statement from above, to read people living with disabilities and other challenged groups to include the deaf, the mute and the blind.
And the last bit of it, the amendment I am proposing that this County Government provides a revolving fund as the last entity to that particular statement. I beg to support.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. John Gachiri): Thank you honorable Palang’a. Honourable Moses,
Hon. Moses Kamau: Thank you Mr. Speaker and I want to congratulate honorable Joshua for bringing this Motion. I support this Motion with some amendment but before I do that, I have heard honorable Palang’a say that money allocated for people with distress is being used to buy fertilizers.
I would like to have your guidance Mr. Speaker because during the budget process, there was no money allocated for people with disabilities but when the Budget Committee went round for public participation, I remember meeting honorable Emma who had not joined us then and she requested us that we provide this money.
When this money was finally provided, a total of Kshs. 25 million and we advised to call the kitty money for people in distress which can be very awkward or challenging to have this money allocated for this special group. I am therefore requesting that the Committee responsible find out how much has so far been used which was meant for people with disabilities.
On my amendment, you are aware that we provide bursaries and in my area, I have people with disabilities who go to special boarding schools yet our County bursary kitty does not provide for those in primary schools. My amendment is to have the County government provide bursaries for people with disabilities in special boarding schools from primary level. Thank you.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. John Gachiri): Thank you honorableMoses and from the mood of the HouseIwould allow to honorable Warothe who wanted to inform the house.
Hon. Jonathan Warothe: Thank you Mr. Speaker Sir. I support the Motion but I had one specific request. In the budget we have the allocation for people in distress and in my understanding; people with disabilities only have physical challenges not distress.
I am therefore requesting the house that when the supplementary budget comes, within that fund, we appropriate a certain percentage to go specifically to people with physical challenges. Thank you and I beg to support.
Hon. Jane Ngugi: On a point of information. Thank you Mr. Speaker Sir. Just to inform the house that the docket you are talking about is in my docket of Culture and I had the issue discussed today and we are summoning the Chief Secretary on 27th to come and shed light on the same, that on the money for people in distress.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. John Gachiri): Thank you honorable Jane. I hope honorable Moses has heard that. What is it honorable member from Naivasha?
Hon. StephenChege: Thank you Mr. Speaker Sir. All said and done, these are just but building blocks towards a better society for the disabled. A lot of legislations have been put in place, it’s only that they are not being taken care of so I urge the County Government to implement and enforce these laws regarding people with disabilities.
But I would wish to make an amendment. We have some other social problems like the mad people and I urge the County Government to equip the facilities that we have to take care of these people because most of the cases are due to stress and if addressed in time we would not be having so many mad people in our streets. Thank you.
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. John Gachiri): I would now put to question and we start with the four amendments. The first one that the County Executive to build a County college for people living with disabilities. The second one is to include all those suffering from other forms of disabilities like the blind, mute and deaf in this special group.

Others are to have a revolving fund and providing bursaries for special boarding primary schools.
What is it honorable Moses? I am talking and you should put your hand down!

I now put question on the first amendment that we have a County college for people with disabilities.
(First amendment question put and agreed to).
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. John Gachiri): I put question on the second amendment that we have the blind, mute and deaf included in the special group.
(Second amendment question put and agreed to)
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. John Gachiri): I put question on the amendment that we have a revolving fund set aside for people with disabilities.
(Third amendment question put and agreed to)
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. John Gachiri): And lastly, I put question on the amendment that County Governmentprovides bursaries for special boarding primary schools.
(Fourth amendment question put and agreed)
The Temporary Speaker (Hon. John Gachiri): And now a question on the whole Motion that the County Executive urgently conducts a census for persons with disabilities and provide a budgetary allocation for training and a County college for people with disabilities, have the blind, mute and deaf included in the special group, have and a revolving fund for the same group and provide bursaries for special boarding primary schools.
(Question put and agreed to)
