The Clerk (Joseph Malinda): Madam Speaker you may proceed to the seat. Ladies and Gentlemen you may take your seats as we wait for the judge for the swearing in of the Speaker. Members once we swear in the Speaker, the Speaker will proceed to dress up and we shall come back to the chamber for the official speech.

The Clerk (Joseph Malinda): Your Honour, I would like to call Susan Kihika, Speaker Elect to take position to take Oath of office
(The Oath of office is administered to the Speaker Elect)
(After taking Oath of office)
(The Speaker leaves the Chamber to dress in his office)
(The Speaker walks in the chamber after dressing)
The Clerk (Joseph Malinda): Members as respect for the Speaker you should be standing
                THE SPEAKER (HON. SUSAN KIHIKA) ACCEPTANCE SPEECH
The Speaker (Hon. Susan Kihika): Good afternoon everyone, the Senator of Nakuru County, Senator Nyandarua, Honorable Members of Parliament, County Commissioner, Inter-counties Assembly Clerk, Invited Guests, Nakuru Residents, Ladies and Gentlemen. It gives me great pleasure and honour as I give this acceptance speech to the Nakuru County Assembly Members on this auspicious occasion of the swearing in. 
I congratulate all elected for being sworn in today, I take this opportunity to express my heartfelt gratitude and a big thank you to you all. It is a historic moment and a new chapter in Nakuru County politics and leadership; I am humbled by being elected as the first Speaker of this County Assembly.
(Applause)
Honorable County Assembly Members, in showing overwhelming confidence in me and for voting for me, I beg to thank you sincerely. Nakuru County today stands tall above other counties for respecting our constitution as Article 175(c) states and I quote “No more than two- thirds of Members of representative bodies in each county government shall be of the same gender. Equally you have adhered to Article 10 of our constitution on National values and principles of governance, sharing and devolution of power, the rule of law, democracy and participation of the people, Human dignity, equity, social justice, inclusiveness, non-discrimination and protection of the marginalized”.
Allow me to point out at this juncture that I am fully committed to the implementation of the new constitution as it is required of us. I will support Members Motions, Bills and Policy initiatives that will help drive the process forward. I call upon Members to table substantive Motions and Laws that will take and tackle the many challenges of Nakuru County. Let Members propel and prepare Bills and Policies that mostly take advantage of the resources and the many comparative advantages that Nakuru County enjoys among other Counties.
Focusing on the critical business and responsibilities of the Speaker important to this Assembly, I wish to state from the onset that I will discharge my duties in an impartial, judicious and projective manner.
(Applause)
I do fully understand the enormous responsibility expected of me as the Speaker. I seek Members support and cooperation as the Assembly meditates its mandate and I promise top commitment without fear, favor or ill will and the best of my ability.
The Speaker will look at each case on its merit as opposed to who as it deserves. Members must of necessity acquaint themselves with the Standing Orders, in order to provide a conducive and easy conduct of business in this Assembly. I assure Members that for…depending on the efficiency of the committees that will be constituted in consultation with the Clerk, Majority leader, Minority Leader, Chief Whip and the entire setting.
To the Executive, I extend our cooperation and we will seek and be at hand for consultations that will facilitate fast track matters of governance and for the County Government to achieve its objectives on the prioritized areas. 
However, this should not be construed to mean that the Speaker will be blind to provisions of Article 175(a) of our Constitution that stresses that the County Government shall be based on democratic principles and separation of powers. 
(Applause)
It obligates us to work together and serve the people of Nakuru County and ensure we do this within the Constitution and other legislative guidance of the County Government.
The Senator is the protector, promoter, voice, eyes and ambassador of the County. As the Speaker, I will endeavor to cultivate harmonious, cordial and sanitized working relationship with the Nakuru Senator for the issues of the County, which will be coming from the Members to reach and get attended to by the Senator.
On resources allocation from the National Government to the County, I believe the County will actively engage the Nakuru Senator to get its rightful share.
(Applause)
Our Constitution, as well as the County Government Act of 2012 underscores and emphasizes the need of public participation and involvement in the County Government. The County Assembly is an open representation of the aspirations of the Nakuru County people.
Being the Speaker, I will work with the County Assembly Members to ensure the members of the public are able to participate in our debates, have a friendly avenue of petitioning us through memorandums or any other form of presentation. This is to ensure genuineness and ownership of the legislative process by the Assembly.
The Speaker, is a friend of the media fraternity, I will maintain and enhance this relationship while here. I will also endeavor to create a vibrant modern media centre for the Members to engage and interact with the media as they give information to their electorates on Bills, Motions and other matters of public interest.
(Applause)
As I conclude, Honorable Members let me touch on welfare and security of Honorable Members, while within the precinct of this Assembly. Issues of welfare will be looked into specifically to empower and build capacity of Members in a manner that will enable them to participate fully in discharging their mandate without hindrance in this Assembly.
I am aware of the Members concern on house allowances, medical cover, improved remuneration and other welfare issues and my office will liaison with other relevant government agencies, either at County or National level to seek to address this irregularities.
(Applause)
Finally, I reaffirm my commitment to serve our great County with all my energy and knowledge and more so to link it to the international community, so that Nakuru County can be a living shining example to other Counties.
(Applause)
